e Must be graduating in 2022/2023

e Have demonstrated commitment to co-curricular activities and community service

e Currently enrolled, or enrolled within the last year, in a full-time, recognized academic secondary
school

e Have been accepted by and will be enrolling in a post-secondary institution in 2023

Person(s) related to a CPLC member

Person(s) related to members of Toronto Police Services
Person(s) who do not live or attend school in 42 Division
